STANDARD INSTALLATION FOR SYNTHETIC LAWNS 

 

Step 1  Prepare the area with crusher dust no less than 50mm thick. 

If required place treated timber edging around the perimeter of the area and 

level dust to top of timber (Fasten turf to top of timber refer step 6) 

 

Step 2 Screed crusher dust, allowing for fall to drainage points. 

 

Step 3  Make sure area is as level as you would like it, wet base with 

water do not drench just soak the dust. 

Compact with a vibrating plate or roller. 
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Step 4 Once compacted sprinkle again with water and let dry. 

Step 5 Lay out Turf on base in desired direction ( Best results lay 

turf away from the house to achieve a less glossy finish. Cut off 1 

bead either side of turf. 

 

Lay Joining tape down the middle of the join and fasten with Bright Nails ( Flat 

Heads ) 

 

Step 6 Place glue down the middle of the joining tape making sure no 

crusher dust is on top of the tape. 
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Fold your joins allowing a gap of no more than 2 ς 4mm. 

Allow glue to dry then nail either side of the join approx 40cm apart with the 

Bullet head nails. 

Hit nail down so it is at the base of the latex. 

**Nail the Edges of the turf also to fasten to base. If timber edge use timber 

clouts to fasten turf to top of timber. If you have a concrete base apply enough 

glue along the joining tape and spot glue along all of the concrete where turf is 

being laid. 

 

Step 7  Cut Edges to suit with Industrial Grade Stanley Knife. Brush Turf with a 

stiff Broom allowing yarn to rise. 

 

Step 8 Once all cut, nailed and glued. Infill with kiln dried sand. Approx 

20kg per 3-4sqm. ^^ Also infill with Rubber granules (depending on the turf 

being used) 
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Step 9  Once sand has been in filled brush again with stiff broom. 

Congratulations you now have a maintenance free yard.
